BENTLEY UNIVERSITY
INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS FOR CONSTRUCTION CONTRACTS
The Contractor shall purchase and maintain and will cause its Subcontractors to purchase and maintain such insurance as will protect it and Bentley University and, if requested by Bentley University, Bentley University’s lender, from the claims set forth below which may arise out of or result from the contractor’s operations under this agreement whether such operation be by itself or by any subcontractor or by anyone directly or indirectly employed by any of them, or by anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable.

· Claims under workers’ compensation, disability benefits and other similar employee benefit acts which are applicable to the Worker to be performed.

· Claims for damages because of bodily injury, occupational sickness or disease, or death of its employees under any applicable employer’s liability law.

· Claims for damages because of bodily injury, sickness or disease, or death of any person other than its employees.

· Claims for damage insured by the usual personal injury liability coverage.

· Claims for damages because of injury to or destruction of tangible property, including loss of use therefrom.

· Claims for damages because of bodily injury or death of any person or property damage arising out of the ownership, maintenance or use of any motor vehicle.

· Claims for bodily injury or property damage arising out of completed operations.

· Claims involving contractual liability insurance applicable to the Contractor’s obligations under this contract.

The coverage and amounts below are minimum requirements and do not establish limits to the contractor’s liability.  Other coverage and higher limits may be provided at the contractor’s option and expense.

1. STATUATORY WORKERS’ COMPENSATION, EMPLOYERS’ LIABILITY:  Employer’s Liability limits not less than $1,000,000 each accident for bodily accidents, $1,000,000 Bodily Injury by disease, each employee and $1,000,000 bodily injury by disease, policy limits.  Coverage to include United States Longshoremen’s and Harbor Workers’ Compensation Act, Voluntary Compensation, Maritime Coverage (if applicable) and Other States Coverage.  The WC coverage must cover the laws of the state where work is being performed.  The policy must have an endorsement that states the insurance company has waived their rights of recovery against Bentley University.

2. COMMERCIAL GERERAL LIABILITY:  The policy must be on an occurrence basis, with coverage to include explosion, collapse and underground hazards (XCU), Blank Contractual Products, Independent Contractors, Completed Operations, Personal Injury, and Employees as Additional Insureds.  Claims made forms are NOT acceptable.

The policy must be endorsed to provide the following:

*Bentley University is additional insured.  With respect to Bentley University’s status as an additional insured, this policy is primary and non-contributing.  Acceptable endorsements are ISO CG2010, 11/85 edition with schedule to read:  Bentley University, the coverage afforded by this endorsement applies on a primary and non-contributing basis, or an exact equivalent.

*Waiver of Transfer Rights of Recovery Against Others – ISO CG2404, 11/85 edition or its exact equivalent.  Entity shown in schedule should read:  Bentley University.

*Per Project Aggregate

*Exclusion for liability assumed under contract for work within 50’ of railroad must be deleted.

COMPLETED OPERATIONS NOTE:  Contractor shall maintain operations for a period of 3 years beyond substantial completion of the project through renewals of occurrence based Commercial General Liability coverage.  Bentley University may request continued evidence of this insurance after project completion; however, any failure to request such evidence does not relieve the Contractor of this obligation.

3. AUTOMOBILE LIABILITY:  Including owned, non-owned, and hired automobiles.

4. UMBRELLA LIABILILTY:  To provide insurance in excess of Employers’ Liability, Commercial General Liability, and Automobile Liability policies required hereunder.  The terms of the umbrella policy or policies must be at least as broad as the terms of the Employer’s Liability, Commercial General Liability, and Automobile Liability policies required hereunder.

5. The contractor shall be responsible for and maintain property insurance coverage to cover tools and equipment whether owned operated, rented, or borrowed.  The policy must be provided for a waiver of Subrogation in favor of Bentley University.

6. All policies shall be written by insurance companies licensed to do business in the state in which the work to be performed and be acceptable to Bentley University.  All policies of insurance must be written with insurance companies with a Best’s Rating of A- or better.

7. ALL certificates of insurance shall contain substantially the following statement:  “Should any of the above described policies be canceled before the expiration date thereof the issuing company will mail THIRTY (30) days written notice to Bentley University.”

8. Each insurance certificate must contain the following states as evidence of the required endorsements:

A. Bentley University is to be named as an “Additional Insured” on a primary, non-contributing basis on the General Liability, Automobile and Umbrella Policies.

B. Waiver of Transfer of Rights of Recovery (or waiver of Subrogation) in favor of Bentley University applies on all policies.

C. General Liability General Aggregate is Per Project.
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
